WHEREAS, the Kingsburg Tri-County Health Care District (“District” or 

“KTHCD”) is local public agency existing under the Local Health Care District Law (the 

“Act”) [Health and Safety Code §§ 32000 et seq.];  

 

WHEREAS, all meetings of Kingsburg Tri-County Health Care District’s 

governing body are open and public, as required by the Ralph M. Brown Act [Govt. Code 

§§ 54950 et seq.], so that any member of the public may attend, participate and watch the 

District’s governing body conduct their business; 

 

WHEREAS, on March 4, 2020 California Governor Gavin Newsom officially 

proclaimed a state of emergency for the State of California due to the COVID-19 

pandemic, and since that time has issued various implementing executive orders which 

suspend certain state law requirements and authorized certain extraordinary powers and 

procedures to mitigate the impact of COVID-19 upon the public;  

 

WHEREAS, in response to the COVID-19 pandemic, on or about September 16, 

2021, the California Governor signed into law urgency bill AB-361, which amended the 

Brown Act to relax certain teleconferencing and remote-access requirements for local 

government agency governing body meetings, including amendment of Government 

Code § 54953;  

 

WHEREAS, Government Code § 54953(e) now provides for remote 

teleconferencing participation in meetings by the public and the members of a legislative 

body, without compliance with the ordinary and stringent requirements of Government 

Code § 54953(b)(3), when certain conditions exist; 

 

WHEREAS, due to another recent surge in the spread of the coronavirus and 

increase in COVID-19 cases connected to the new Omicron subvariants, hospitalizations 

due to COVID-19 have increased significantly and the State of California, desiring to 

avoid overwhelming the State’s health care system which could potentially result from a 

high volume of new infections, therefore recommends face-coverings while indoors in 

any public setting in Fresno County;  
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WHEREAS, due to the present local surge, the venue which the District was going 

to use for its July in-person meeting became unavailable after the Board’s original agenda 

was posted and the Board now desires to temporarily authorize remote access to its Board 

meeting(s) to allow the public and the Board to avoid public health risks;  

 

WHEREAS, the Governor’s proclaimed state of emergency continues to directly 

impact the ability of members to meet safely in person; and 

 

WHEREAS, having now reviewed and considered all of the relevant 

circumstances at and before the instant Board meeting, the Board now desires authorize 

the relaxed teleconferencing process allowed under AB-361, to enable the public and 

members of the Board to meet remotely.

by the Board for an additional thirty (30) day period prior to such expiration.
